One-of-a-kind Dream Homes

Many of us have ideas about what our dream house might be, but we never actually get to see it in
reality.
Here are three incredible dream homes which actually made it into the real world.

A Drina River House, Belgrade, Serbia

You may have heard of a cabin in the woods, but have you heard of a cabin on a river? Located near
the town of Bajina Basta in Western Serbia, this tiny home sits on a rock in the middle of the Drina
River. The house was built by a local man named Milija Mandié. He came up with the idea as a teenager,
all the way back in the late 1960s. Milija and his friends used simple kayaks to transport the wood to
build it with. The inside of this old-fashioned cabin is quite basic, but it has what one needs to live
comfortably. There’s even a deck which allows one to enjoy a unique view of the river. Living on the
water comes with its own challenges. The unpredictable river has destroyed the cabin more than once,
and Mr. Mandi¢ has had to rebuild his home 6 different times.

B Le Palais Bulles, Théoule-sur-Mer, France

This luxurious home is located in Théoule sur-Mer, in the glamorous French Riviera. It is known as Le
Palais Bulles, which in English means ‘The Bubble Palace’. Its creator, Hungarian architect Antti Lovag,
designed each part of the building to be circular in shape, and this almost gives it the appearance of
bubbles gathering along the shore. This enormous home stretches across 8,500 square meters, and
contains 10 bedrooms, a swimming pool, and an open-air stage area with 500 seats. The inside of the
‘palace’ is simple, with wide, open roomes, little furniture and skylights which provide plenty of natural
light. In this way, there is an interesting contrast between the interior of the building, which is futuristic
and clearly man-made, and its exterior, which is much more natural in its appearance. It truly is a house
unlike any other.

C Fallingwater, Mill Run, Pennsylvania

Built in 1935, Fallingwater is a home which takes advantage of rural Pennsylvania’s beautiful scenery.
The building’s creator, Frank Lloyd Wright, intended this home to be a place to observe to water flowing
from the area’s stunning waterfalls, and so it is specially designed for this purpose. At the centre of the
house is a fireplace which has been cut into the natural rock, and the nearest waterfall actually flows
through the bottom section of the house. The floors of the house are made from stone to create a
feeling of being in the outdoors, and there are windows on every part of the house that faces the
waterfall so that residents and guests can see it at all times. While many architects take the local
landscape into consideration when designing a home, few bring nature into a building’s design in the
way Wright did with Fallingwater. It’s no surprise, then, that this home was listed as a UNESCO World
Heritage site in 2019.
